The Catherine Anne Trombly Award 

Nominations due by June 1, 2009

This is an award that will be presented annually at the MAOT Conference in honor of Catherine Trombly.

This award was first established in 1999 to honor Catherine Anne Trombly, Sc.D., OTR, F.A.O.T.A., Retired Professor, Boston University. Professor Trombly is the author and editor of Occupational Therapy for Physical Dysfunction, a textbook that is "the Bible of the OT Profession". Trombly and Scott originally published this textbook in 1977. It has been republished, updated and edited over the years by Catherine Anne Trombly. 

This award is to honor Professor Trombly’s dedication and commitment to the occupational therapy profession. This year will be the start of expanding this award to honor an occupational therapist from Massachusetts who has contributed significantly to the profession and is an example for all of us to aspire to within our profession.

 Award Criteria:

The recipient of the Catherine Trombly award will demonstrate the following:

A history of membership in MAOT

An individual who demonstrates significant contribution to occupational therapy practice while exhibiting excellence in one or more of the following areas: 

Special Practice Skill or Expertise

Education

Research

Administration

Service

All recipients must be nominated by a fellow occupational therapy professional.  All nominations will be submitted to the MAOT conference committee with a completed nomination form describing the candidates credentials and reasons for selection.

A decision will be made by a vote of the MAOT Executive Board at the submission deadline and the recipient will be notified prior to the MAOT conference.
