The Clinical Excellence Award 

Nominations due by 

This is an award that will be presented annually at the MAOT Conference to recognize a practitioner who demonstrates superior knowledge and skills in a specialized area of clinical practice.

Award Criteria:

The recipient of the Clinical Excellence award must meet the following criteria:

1.
A minimum of 5 years of experience in clinical practice 

2.
May be an OT or an OTA

3.
Must currently be in clinical practice

4.
Membership in MAOT for a minimum of the previous 2 years and at the time of nomination.

5.
Recognition by peers and colleagues as demonstrating superior knowledge and skills in a specialized area of occupational therapy practice (e.g., master clinician)

6.
Recognition by peers and colleagues as an exemplary clinical and professional role model who promotes evidence-based, state of the art occupational therapy intervention to advance the reputation of the field.

Award Requirements and Process:
1.
All recipients must be nominated by peers or colleagues

2.
All nominations will be submitted to the MAOT Executive Manager with a completed nomination form and a narrative (not to exceed 300 words) which supports the candidate’s eligibility for this award. 

3.
A decision will be made by a vote of the MAOT Executive Board after the submission deadline.

4.
The recipient will be notified prior to the MAOT conference, where the award will be presented.
