The Herbert Hall Award 

Nominations due by June 1, 2009 

This is an award that will be presented annually at the MAOT Conference in honor of Herbert Hall.

This award is designed to recognize an individual or group who has demonstrated outstanding service to the profession of occupational therapy.  

1. Purpose

A. To recognize an individual whose creativity, ingenuity, and dedication has provided outstanding service to MAOT and the profession of occupational therapy.

B. To provide an incentive to contribute to the development and growth of occupational therapy and MAOT.

2. Eligibility

A. A person or group that has made a significant contribution to the profession of occupational therapy and MAOT through advocacy, education, innovation, or service.

3. Criteria for Selection

A. The nominee must have made a significant contribution to the betterment of the profession of occupational therapy, the increased awareness of occupational therapy, and/or have made a significant contribution to MAOT.

B. The nominee must have made a significant contribution to the profession of occupational therapy through oral and/or written communication.

C. The nominee must show involvement in organizations and activities related to occupational therapy and/or the persons served by the profession.
