Criteria for 

The Linda Savino Award 

Nominations due by June 1, 2009

This is an award that will be presented annually at the MAOT Conference in honor of Linda Savino.

This award is designed to recognize an occupational therapy practitioner, or other individual or group, who has demonstrated outstanding service to the profession of occupational therapy in the area of political activism.  

1. Purpose

A. To recognize an occupational therapy practitioner or other individual or group whose perseverance and dedication has provided outstanding service to MAOT and the profession of occupational therapy, through political activism.

B. To provide an incentive to contribute to the development and growth of occupational therapy and MAOT through political activities.

2. Eligibility

A. A person or group that has made a significant contribution to the profession of occupational therapy and MAOT through political activism.

B. Must be a current member in good standing of MAOT for a minimum of three years preceding nomination if an occupational therapy practitioner.

3. Criteria for Selection

A. The nominee must have actively participated in political activities directly related to furthering the causes of the profession of occupational therapy and/or the political stances promoted by MAOT.

B. The nominee must have participated in political activism for the promotion of occupational therapy in the last two years.
