The Outstanding Occupational Therapy Assistant of the Year 

Nominations due by June 1, 2009

This award is designed to recognize an occupational therapy assistant who has demonstrated outstanding proficiency or service to the Massachusetts Association for Occupational Therapy (MAOT). The award is not for years of service, but for quality, proficiency and contributions. This award may be granted to the same individual more than once.

I. Purpose 

A. To recognize an occupational therapy assistant whose knowledge and expertise have made a significant contribution to the profession of occupational therapy and/or who has provided outstanding service to MAOT.

B. To provide an incentive to contribute to the development and growth of occupational therapy and MAOT.

II. Eligibility

A. Must be licensed in the Commonwealth of Massachusetts as an occupational therapy assistant (OTA/L).

B. Must be a current member in good standing of MAOT for a minimum of three years preceding nomination.

III. Criteria for Selection

A. The nominee must have specialized skills/expertise in clinical practice, research, education, or administration and/or made a significant contribution to MAOT.

B. The nominee must have made a significant contribution to the profession of occupational therapy through oral and/or written communication.

C. The nominee must show involvement in organizations and activities related to occupational therapy and/or the persons served by the profession.
